Spotlight on Health and Safety 
 
What modes of transportation do you use?  How about your children?      - 

Do they ride the yellow bus, walk or ride their bikes or even drive to school?  

Our goal each day is to transport all student bus riders safely to and from 

school.  Riding a school bus is one of the safest modes of transportation.  

Buses undergo rigorous inspections and maintenance, have been installed 

with safety equipment and some even have cameras to monitor inside and 

outside of the vehicle.   

Our bus drivers continually undergo on and off road training and perform 

mock bus evacuations with students.  Most importantly, they care about your 

children.  Working together, please take a few minutes to discuss aspects of 

school transportation student conduct with your child/children. 

Parking in a no parking zone, bus zone or emergency lane is never okay.   

Students, staff and guardians are all responsible to know the rules at their 

particular school such as designated parking, and when and where dropping 

off children is acceptable.  Always pay attention to school speed zones, and 

crosswalks. 

Overall, bicycling is a safe and enjoyable activity for riders of all ages who 

respect the rules of the road and keep a safety conscious attitude.   If your 

family choses this means of transportation, follow traffic laws and make 

sure equipment is properly maintained.  Always ensure you can be seen and 

heard, ride defensively, and wear a helmet. 

As pedestrians we are the most vulnerable users of the road and children are 

at even greater risk due to their small size, inability to judge distance and 

speeds, and lack of experience with traffic rules.  Despite size, remember itôs 

always safest to walk on a sidewalk and if one is not available, walk on the 

shoulder facing traffic and whenever possible, cross the street at a 

designated crosswalk or intersection.   

Regardless of the transportation chosen, letôs get to and from school and 

work safely together.
